Slide contact onto canter conductor
leaving a .015 gap as shown and solder
to center conductor. Use minimal heat
to minimiza melting of feam dislectric.
Inspect to be sure aluminum fail is not
touching center contact.

Ingart cable inte connnactor until fully
seated, with all braid wires on the
outside of connector body and aluminum
tape inside connsctor body.

. Slide c¢rimp sleeve forward and crimp as

close as possible to body using a .213"
hex dis. Use Times HX—4 crimp tool or
equivalent, Do not erimp rear of crimp

sleeve.

.Heat shrink weather seal over rear of

connector body and down onte cable
jacket using hot air gun.
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
